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Executive Summary

The Mission of the Gordon Alcott Tennis Club (GATC) is to encourage and coordinate the development of tennis
in Halton Hills.  The GATC does this by providing the organizational structure, volunteers and instructors
needed to manage the various tennis programs and by working closely with the Halton Hills Recreation and
Parks Department.  A common objective of the 2 groups is to strive to grow, promote and sustain tennis in the
community, in support a healthy way of life, through programs, first class facilities and services that help fulfil
leisure needs of the community.  

GATC’s long range planning committee studied the growth of tennis in Halton Hills to determine the need for
tennis programs, courts and support-structures over the next 10 to 20 years.  From this study, the Committee
drafted a document entitled “A Vision for Tennis in Halton Hills, 2010 – 2031”. 

The Vision ultimately calls for an 8-court Tennis Centre with a modern club house that is integrated into the
Gellert Sports complex and which will have 4 of the courts eventually “bubbled” for winter tennis.  It
recommends that a “foot print” for the 8-courts Tennis Center be reserved within the Gellert Sports Complex
but constructed in 2 phases.  Phase 1 for 6 courts and a club house and Phase 2 for 2 courts and a “bubble”
within a 5 - 6 year time frame.  It is also recommended that the Halton Hills Tennis Association (HHTA) be re-
established to help coordinate the programs and that the Recreation and Parks Dept. is best positioned to
govern the HHTA with support from a steering committee made up of tennis club executives, council members
and the Department.

Organizations currently using the courts at the Mold Masters Sportplex include: GATC, a community-based,
volunteer-run, non-profit group; the Recreation and Parks Dept.; the 2 High School (GDHS and CTK); summer
camps and general / public use.  Currently there are 693 regular players at the Mold Masters complex,
reflecting a 5-year growth rate of >12%/yr.  In a typical week there are 16 official programs being run at the
facility.

The population of Halton Hills is presently estimated to be 59,900 and is projected to grow to 70,000 by 2021
(1.5%/yr) and 80,655 by 2031.  Applying this growth rate there will be 947 tennis players by 2031.  However, if
the number of players grows at a more likely rate of 4%/yr, there could be 1579 tennis players by 2031.

While various clubs in the region have a usage rate from 75 – 125 players/court, the Mold Masters Sportplex
court usage is 173 players/court.  That is to say the 4 courts at the Sportplex are used to more than capacity.  At
the preferred rate of use of 125 players/court, there should already be 6.2 courts in place, at the Sportplex. 

Using the projected growth rate in tennis players of 1.5%/yr and a court demand rate of 125 players/court
(highest of the regional clubs), the number of courts suggested for the Tennis Centre is 7.3 courts by 2021 and
8.5 courts by 2031.  If the more realistic player growth rate of 4%/yr is used, the suggested number of courts
would be 8.8 courts in 2021 and 14.1 courts in 2031.  

The design and construction of the Tennis Centre should be based on Tennis Canada facility protocols.  The
Gellert Community Centre and Park is the recommended site for the Centre because it is in an established
community sports complex, it is accessible by users, infrastructure services are in place including parking and
the site compliments the community recreation and sports theme of the facility. 

To ensure the envisioned Tennis Center is fully equipped with excellent facilities and programs, the
GATC is prepared run a fund raising campaign to augment the Town’s budget for this project.  Among
other ideas, initiatives could include: an application for a Trillium Foundation grant, private
donations and sponsorships and offering advertising at the new facility
.
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1. INTRODUCTION

With the increased population in Halton Hills over the last few years there is a growing interest for many
community based sports including tennis. This document provides a brief history of the development of tennis in
Halton Hills dating back to mid 1970's,  current facilities and program offerings, as well as a vision to the future
requirements for this sport as the population in the area continues to grow.  

2. BACKGROUND

By the late 1970's, there were eleven community tennis courts in Halton Hills that accommodated the increased
number of residents wanting to play the game.  Shortly after completing construction of the four court facilities
adjacent to what is now Mold Masters Sportsplex, the Gordon Alcott Tennis Club (GATC) was formed in 1979. 

With this rapid growth of interest in the sport and the additional facilities, a sub-committee of the Recreation
Advisory Committee for Ward 1 and 4 was formed to study the programs that were available from existing clubs
in Town as well as neighboring and distant communities.  The Halton Hills Tennis Association (HHTA) was
created as a result of the findings in the study. 

Primary objectives of the HHTA included:
1. Encouraging the development of tennis in the community.
2. Coordinating tennis activities in Halton Hills.
3. Providing the structure necessary to assist community tennis clubs in terms of organization, program
development and communications with the Recreation and Parks Department.

3 THE SPORT OF TENNIS… WHY TENNIS? 

Research undertaken by Tennis Canada indicated that between 2001 and 2007, the Building Tennis Communities
Strategy engaged more than 255,000 players across the country.  Other studies1, in that time frame, show that
there was an overall increase in tennis participation of 18% and that teens and young adults were driving this
positive growth.  Now, this group accounts for more than half of the tennis playing population in Canada.  

Tennis has not only maintained the interest of players over the years but it is growing in all Canadian
communities.  Tennis is seen to have an attraction for reasons of individual health as well as economic reasons
for the community.  

3.1 Health:

Tennis fosters a sense of community through the various events supported within the community because of its
appeal to recreational players; it being a popular spectator sport; the opportunity for social interaction providing
families leisure recreation opportunities and helping to integrate and mix community sub groups. 

Tennis fosters growth of the individual in terms of fitness and well being; basic skills for children and adults;
advanced skills for children and adults as well as being a recreational sport for seniors.

Even though it does not require athletic prowess, it has a large aerobic health benefit that extends into latter years
in life.

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3.2 Economic:

Tennis has a very low cost threshold and all that is needed is a racquet proper shoes and balls and perhaps access
to local public instruction.  Tennis is one of the most universal sports.   It is played the world over by all ages and
demographics.

Tennis is cost effective for the tax payer.  It only requires facilities that are not expensive to maintain and comes
close to recovering capital and operating costs with modest user fees.  

There are increased financial benefits of programming in a year round facility.  Avid players will travel to clubs
that offer year round tennis or better facilities.  A well run local tennis club can help retain these people within
the community.  The same club could draw players from beyond the local community who would pay local fees
and spend money in local restaurants and shops.

4. VISION 

The Halton Hills Tennis Association (HHTA) that was created 1979 accomplished its objective of encouraging
and coordinating the development of tennis in the community, providing the organizational structure necessary
to assist in the establishment of various community tennis clubs.

Thirty years later and with the changing dynamics in Halton Hills, the HHTA vision for tennis in the region
needs to be reinvented and invigorated.  The original mandate of the HHTA still holds true but needs to be
adjusted for the growth in population and the numbers of tennis players projected to 2031.

5. MISSION

The Mission of the HHTA is still relevant, that of developing a partnership between the community-based tennis
clubs and the regional Recreation and Parks Department whose objective is to provide first class facilities and
programs to create an environment to promote a healthy life style for all.  The Mission of the GATC is to
encourage and coordinate the development of tennis in Halton Hills by providing the organizational structure,
volunteers and instructors needed to manage the various tennis programs and by working closely with the
Recreation and Parks Department.  

6 ORGANIZATIONS

6.1 Gordon Alcott Tennis Club

The Gordon Alcott Tennis Club (GATC), formed in 1979, is a community-based, volunteer-run, non-profit
organization, dedicated to providing a safe and healthy sporting environment to serve the tennis playing
community in Halton Hills and surrounding area.

The tennis club is a registered community organization with the Recreation and Parks Department and is
governed by an annually elected Executive Board of volunteer members.  The Club reports annually to the
Recreation and Parks Department following its Annual General Meeting each fall. 

The club is located at the four-court facility at the Mold Masters Sportsplex.  Members of all ages and skill
levels enjoy playing social or competitive tennis in a friendly atmosphere and lessons are provided for all ages
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and skill levels.  Members are also offered the opportunity to play in organized house leagues, inter-county
competitive leagues and social events throughout the season. 

6.2 Recreation and Parks

The Halton Hills Recreation and Parks Dept. partners with community organizations like the Gordon Alcott
Tennis Club, to provide tennis programs for town residents during the whole summer tennis season.  This
partnership ensures that court time is used effectively to accommodate the needs of the large number of
organizations using the facilities.  As interest grows in tennis, more programs are required to satisfy the needs of
the various organizations / groups including: the Gordon Alcott Tennis Club, high schools, Town Recreation and
Parks lesson programs, summer camps and general use by town residents, inter-county teams and house leagues.

6.3 Schools

There are two schools in Georgetown that offer tennis programs as part of their school curriculum: Georgetown
District High School (GDHS) and Christ the King High School (CtK). Other schools coordinate with the
Recreation and Parks department who in turn coordinate with GATC to provide lessons and free play time to the
students.  

6.4 Summer Camps

Summer tennis programs are offered to Halton Hills residents by the Recreation and Park Department.  Tennis
camps book the court facilities at Mold Master Sportsplex twice-daily in two-hour sessions for each week of the
camp.  Court usage is coordinated in partnership with GATC to ensure and interclub league matches are
accommodated.

6.5 Public Use

The tennis facility is available to the general public for open play he from Monday through Sunday from 12
noon to 7 PM.  No official programs are organized during public use time. 

6.6 Participation Summary by Group

A chart, in appendix 1, shows the range of programs offered at the facility,  April - September each year.  

The chart below lists the various groups that use the facility along with the number of participants for each
group.  The largest single group is made up from the Gordon Alcott Tennis Club (GATC) followed by schools,
the summer camps, public use and lastly by the Georgetown Halton Hills Recreation and Parks department.

In 2007 the total number of players was 481.  This number grew to 693 in 2010 for a growth rate of more than
12% per year.

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A chart displaying the various official programs run at the Gordon Alcott Mold-masters Sportsplex tennis facility
in a typical week in June (2010) is seen in appendix 2.  During this week, the courts support 16 programs,
including: 13 within the GATC; 2 Recreation and Parks; 2 school programs and general public use.

7. POPULATION PROJECTIONS - HALTON HILLS (Georgetow n & Acton)

According to the Region’s official "Best Planning Estimates for population.... 2007 - 2021", Halton Hill's
(Georgetown and Acton) population was 42,300 in 1996.  This number was forecast to grow to 59,900 by 2010
(growth rate during this period was 2.5 % / year).  However, growth projections to 2021 were forecast at 1.5%
per year resulting in a population of 70,000.  Using the same growth rate, the population could reach 80,655
residents by 2031.  See appendix 3 for detailed population projections.

8. TENNIS PLAYER PROJECTIONS – GEORGETOWN (Halton Hills):

As indicated above in 6.6, the total number of players in all categories in 2010 was 693 and the growth rate was
12% / year.  While it is not likely that this growth rate can be sustained it is equally not likely that interest in
tennis would grow at the general population growth rate of 1.5% / year.

Two scenarios for the increase in tennis player numbers in Georgetown from 2010 to 2031 are charted in
appendix 4.  One growth scenario is at town growth rate of 1.5 % / year and the other at a moderate rate of 4% /
year.  

- First scenario (1.5%): it is projected that there could be:
- 846 players in Georgetown by 2021 and 
- 947 players by 2031.  

- Second scenario (4%): it is projected that there could be:
- 1067players by 2021 and 
- 1579 players by 2031.

9. LOCAL AREA TENNIS CLUBS – A COMPARISON 

Many tennis clubs and facilities are in communities surrounding Georgetown.  It is valuable to the HHTA long-
term planning process to better understand the demands on some of these courts and compare their demands to
the demands on the Gordon Alcott Mold-master Sportsplex courts.

9.1 Brampton Tennis Club
The Brampton Tennis Club (BTC) is a member-based and managed club situated on municipal property.  BTC
has 6 courts and 450 members.  BTC limits the number of active members to 450 but keeps a waiting list of in-
terested players.  

9.2 Milton Tennis Club
The Milton Tennis Club (MTC) is a member-based club with courts built on municipal property.  MTC has 8
courts and approximately 700 members.  They have an active program focused on members with little municipal
demands on court time.
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9.3 Applewood Tennis Club
The Applewood Tennis Club (ATC), in Mississauga, is a member-based club, situated on municipal parks on
property.  The club has approx. 600 members playing on 6 courts.  ATC courts are "very busy" but we
understand that there is not a significant wait time for scheduled activities.  ATC has a sign-up board for court
reservations that helps manage the court times.  

The club offers programs similar to GATC but do not have any municipal activities that take court time.  Rain-
outs and re-scheduled matches are also an issue at ATC particularly when trying to fit them in with their other
official programs.  

9.4 Bramalea Tennis Club
The Bramalea Tennis Club (BrTC), situated in Chinguacousy Park, has 6 courts and approximately 500
members.  Two courts are for public use and 4 courts are reserved for club members.  The summer tennis
programs are managed by members of BrTC. A winter bubble is erected each fall along for indoor play and is
managed by Recreation and Parks.  When there is high usage on the 4 courts, BrTC needs to obtain agreement
from the municipality for short term use of the 2 public courts.

9.5 Summary and Comparison

The following chart summarizes the number of courts and players at each facility including the GATC.

As can be seen in the above chart, it is clear that the demand on Georgetown Mold-master courts far exceeds the
demand on the other courts between a factor of 1.5 and 2.4.  (* includes all programs and user groups as refer-
enced in section 6). 

10. TENNIS COURT DEMAND PROJECTIONS

As stated above (section 9.5) the four courts at the Mold-master Sportplex are already used at more than capacity
with an average of 183 players per court.  In the most conservative projection of 1.5% / year and in keeping with
the status quo regarding the demand ratio, 4.8 courts will be required by 2021 and 5.6 courts by 2031 – see chart
below.  Using the more likely projection of 4 %/year, with the same demand ratio, 6.3 courts will be required by
2021 and 9.3 courts by 2031.

However, with the increased use of the 4 courts at Mold Master Sportsplex since 2004 (Participation Summary,
6.6), it is becoming increasingly difficult to manage the schedule of programs offered to all user groups.
Members and residents can rarely “drop-by” for a game.  When a program is running, all courts are used, leaving
no opportunity for other activities to take place in the same timeframe.

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The heavy demand on court times is exacerbated even further when programs have to be rescheduled due to bad
weather.  For example, home matches that are rained out early in the GATC inter-county season, often have to be
played at other tennis clubs in order to not interfere with other GATC programs and to complete the schedule by
end of season. Consideration for Recreation and Parks programs such as the Monday tennis lessons are also
contributing factors. 

Additionally, due to this heavy demand, programs can go “overtime” as the instructors try to provide quality
results for each program.  

It should be noted that unlike most other tennis facilities, the Mold-master tennis facility has the responsibility
and task to serve the needs of a wide range of users: club members, public use, high schools, Recreation and
Parks use (including summer camps).  Other tennis facilities primarily cater to tennis club members and limited
public use.  

The number of courts needed in the future can be projected as indicated above or based on the court demand ra-
tios seen at other clubs as mentioned in 9.5.  The ratio of players to courts at the four other local tennis facilities
surveyed ranges from 75 to 125 players per court.

When using even the second highest ratio of 125 players per court as at the Bramelea Club, plus a population
growth rate of 1.5%, the number of courts suggested for GATC in 2010 would be 6.2; in 2021, 7.3 courts and in
2031, 8.5 courts.

However if the more realistic player growth rate of 4% per year is used, the suggested number of courts for
Georgetown in each year would be:  2021 - 8.8 courts and in 2031 - 14.1 courts.  See chart below.

11. RECOMMENDATIONS:

11.1 Halton Hills Tennis Association (HHTA)

As seen in the projections part of this document, there is a growing interest in tennis by the residents of Halton
Hills.  The launch of a new tennis centre for Halton Hills will require careful planning and management of its
activities and programs for the groups mentioned in this report and impossibly new ones.  

This Vision document is seen as a step toward establishment of the HHTA – a concept first explored in 1979.
The original 1979 proposal plus elements from this report can be reviewed and updated to meet the current and
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future demand for tennis facilities in Halton Hills over the longer term. 

The department, best positioned and suited to govern the Halton Hill Tennis Association directives, is within the
Recreation and Parks department under the direction of the manager of Recreation Services and the manager of
Facilities.  Advocates from the Town Council and other individuals having civic experience and a history of
involvement in sports would be beneficial.

A management steering committee could be made up of council members, tennis club executives and the
Recreation and Parks Department.

11.2 The Tennis Centre (land area required, number of courts, building structure, parking, winter dome, pro
shop)

Many factors must be assessed with respect to the design and construction of the new facility so that it
adequately meets the current and future needs of the community.  Based on the research, analysis and
information documented in this report, key items to be considered include:

11.2.1. Courts:

Based on the growth in population and interest in tennis by 2021, a 6-court facility can be warranted and
justified.

Demand projections to 2031, indicates support for an 8-court facility is evident. 

Historically community courts have been constructed from asphalt materials (hard courts).  These kinds of courts
have the benefit of lower maintenance and up-keep over time.  On the other hand, “clay” or “shale” courts have
the benefit of being “easier” or “more comfortable” on the player’s legs making for less injuries and extending
the time that players can play the game.  It is noted that the well established long term tennis clubs in Ontario are
primarily “clay courts”.

Other factors that need consideration include:

- Orientation of the courts: Generally, the hours of use for the court and the planned location of tennis club
will determine the courts orientation.  A tennis court should be laid out to minimize the need for players to
look into the sun when serving or when following the flight of a ball.  They should also be laid out to
avoid distracting shadow lines and patterns on the court surface.  If the courts are to be used throughout
the day, a true north-south orientation is recommended as the best compromise for the extremes of early
morning and late afternoon solar angles.  (American Sports Builders Assoc web site)  
- Slope and drainage
- Materials and technology available…  “hard” courts versus “clay” courts
- Demographics of the older and younger players
- Speed and playability of the surface
-  Lighting, fencing, nets, net posts, windscreens, maintenance and resurfacing
-  Grade beam installation on at least three courts, preferably 4 courts, to accommodate future plans for a

winter tennis bubble  

11.2.2 Tennis Center Design / Layout 

In order to meet the current and future needs of the community to 2031, many factors need to considered for the
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design of a new tennis center eg court orientation, surface types and amenities.
Given that land availability and environmental impact are critical considerations, two options are reviewed in
this section - a six court and an eight court facility.    

Option 1 - Center the club house with (3 or 4) courts on each side:

1. This format would afford easy access to all courts with an un-obstructed  view to all
courts. 
2. The club house could have a breeze-way at one end as well as viewing windows on each
side of the building  
3. Provides a centrally controlled access  point to the facility via a gated entrance.   
4. Applewood Tennis Club in Mississauga utilizes this design and finds it very effective for
their members and visitors (refer to overhead photograph from their web site in the appendices).

Option 2 – Place clusters of 3 or 4 courts side-by-side with the club house centered at one end: 

- This format provides a central controlled access point to the facility through a gated entrance
- To provide an un-obstructed view of all courts there is the potential that a larger viewing area

would be required such as a large deck or extended viewing window. 
- The Milton Tennis Club would be a model for a facility somewhat similar to this option.  

11.2.3. Club House:

The new facility should include a club house with sufficient square footage to accommodate the projected
number of users and include amenities such as:
Men’s and Ladies washrooms 
Change / locker  rooms 
Viewing areas for all courts

Kitchen facilities with hot and cold water 
Storage area for equipment (tennis balls, hopper, kitchen supplies etc) 

-  Additional equipment may be required or desirable: items that set a tennis court apart from the ordinary
and that make it comfortable and pleasurable to use eg benches, back boards, drinking fountains,
spectator seating, landscaping, etc. 

11.3 Location options and criteria in Halton Hills 

The following general considerations should be met:

- The ground should be level and on the same plane or higher than adjacent land to allow drainage away
from the courts.

- The site should be sheltered from prevailing winds, away from traffic noise and other distractions and
devoid of shadows cast by buildings or trees.

- A dark, solid background is desirable. Light backgrounds, such as white buildings, or moving
backgrounds, such as people or traffic, should be avoided at the ends of the court. Landscaping or
windscreens can be used to screen out inappropriate backgrounds. 

 Capability for future expansion for additional courts and winter tennis “bubble” should be included in final
design

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The committee assessed several potential sites within Georgetown.  Factors considered included: current
activities in the area; accessibility by the general public; existing infrastructure and services; the “sport-friendly”
environment with respect to tennis; extension growth potential in the area.

Observations for the sites visited follows:

11.3.1. Gellert Community Centre and Park:
- established area within the community easily accessible by users
- infrastructure services presently support area activities.
 
- ample parking.
- compliments the community recreation and sports theme of the facility. 
- land acquisition may be required for construction of a long term tennis centre.   

11.3.2. Cedarvale Park:
- established area within the community easily accessible by users.
- some infrastructure services presently support area activities.
- sheltered area providing excellent protection from elements that affect the game of tennis (e.g.:wind).
- somewhat isolated may be exposed to overnight vandalism if facility left unlocked.
- parking lot exists.
- area is not specifically focused on sports and recreation.   

11.3.3. Trafalgar Sports Park:
- established area within the community easily accessible by users.
- limited or no apparent infrastructure services available (at publication date).
- ample parking  available.

- compliments the recreation and sports theme of the area.
- somewhat isolated may be exposed to overnight vandalism if facility left unlocked.

11.3.4. Mold-masters SportsPlex:
If the Arena Task Force study indicates that expansion of the Mold Masters site is not recommended, expansion
of existing tennis facilities to accommodate the future requirements outlined in this document should be
considered.  Potentially, costs to construct an additional four courts on north side adjacent to existing four courts
could be lower.  

Factors:
- an established area within the community easily accessible by users.
- parking exists.
- infrastructure services currently support area activities. 
- some additional land acquisition may be required.

11.4 Winter Tennis Facility Considerations

The vision for a new tennis facility in Halton Hills should include discussion and investigation into the viability
of a winter tennis bubble.  The Executive of the GATC has received numerous inquiries from members and the
general public regarding the possibility of having winter tennis in Halton Hills. 

To date, all players and families have to travel out of town to play winter tennis to locations in Guelph,
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Mississauga or Oakville.  Facility and entertainment revenues are going to other municipalities.

Offering affordable winter tennis within the northern Halton Region would keep residents (seniors, adults and
children) in the community and allow them to enjoy playing tennis throughout the year.  Given the projected
population growth in Halton Hills to 2031, demands for fitness and sporting options during the winter months
will no doubt continue to grow. 

A “Tennis Strategy Report” was prepared for the Town of Milton by Monteith Brown Planning Associates in
association with The JF Group and Roth associates in 2009. While this report covered all tennis courts in the
Milton area, a detailed section on a winter bubble at the Milton Tennis Club  was also included.  It accessed
critical elements such as: success factors, market analysis and ROM costs. 

In October 2009, the study recommended that the Town not participate in a partnership for a bubble at this time
until the area population reached an adequate number of indoor players who are interested in playing in a
bubbled facility. 

In this committees view, there is an opportunity for the Town of Halton Hills to partner with the Corporation of
the Town of Milton to provide a winter tennis facility for the northern Halton Region which should be seriously
considered in future planning. 

11.5 Funding 

The Executive and membership of the Gordon Alcott Tennis Club is very interested and willing to initiate, and
participate in campaigns to help the Town of  Halton Hills raise funds to support the construction and
management of a new tennis center.  

For example, club membership initiatives could include:
- partnering with Recreation and Parks to apply for a Trillium Foundation grant.
- manage a Town wide campaign seeking private donations from local citizens.
- speak to local businesses regarding sponsorships, donations and fund raising activities, with the potential for
advertising at the new facility. 
- sponsor tennis club fund raising events throughout the season and invite other sports organizations to
participate.      

12. CONCLUSIONS:

Based on the information presented in this report the following conclusions are made:

1. The number of players and organizations currently utilizing the four court facility at MoldMasters
Sportsplex significantly exceeds its capacity.

2. Expected population growth in Halton Hills to 2021 indicates that a minimum of six tennis courts will be
required. 

3. Expected population growth in Halton Hills to 2031 indicates that a minimum of eight courts will be
required.

4. Construction design considerations should include initial provisions (i.e.: grade beam) to support future
winter tennis facility. 

5. Potential partnership with Town of Milton should be investigated.

13. RECOMMENDATIONS:
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1. Tennis participation in Halton Hills (especially Georgetown) is healthy and over the past several years
has grown considerably.  The demographic projections for the municipality suggest that the tennis
community will remain strong and continue to grow significantly as families and individuals look for
recreation options in the community.

2. Long range population projections to 2031 indicate that an eight court tennis facility, including a club
house should be considered in the design and planning for the replacement of the current tennis facility
at Moldmaster Sportsplex. 

3. It is this committee's opinion that the best location for a new tennis facility is either at the Gellert
Community Centre and Park or at Cedarville Park.  We believe that tennis fits with the theme of these
complexes and will add a significant recreational option to the community.

4. A Halton Hill Tennis Assocation be re-established as a partnership between the Town of Halton Hills
Recreation and Parks department , and the Gordon Alcott Tennis Club to ensure that the facility is
effectively  managed to accommodate all users and organizations.

5. The Gordon Alcott Tennis Club works in partnership with the Town to provide programs for it’s
members, the general public, organizations and the Recreation and Parks Department to continue to
grow interest in the sport  and provide qualified instructors to manage these programs.
